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The purposes of this research were 1) to develop good citizenship indicators of Rajabhat
Universities’ Students in the Northeast of Thailand. 2) to classify latent profile of good citizenship of Rajabhat
University’s students in the northeast of Thailand. 3) to study the influences of moral quotient, emotional
quotient and adversity quotient on good citizenship of Rajabhat university’s students in the northestern
region of Thailand. The sample group included 2016 undergraduate students from 8 Rajabhat Universities in
Northeastern Thailand. The results revealed that

1) there are only 8 indicators of good citizenship

2) revealed that two-class solution exhibited the best empirical and conceptual fit with the data and
the entropy measure is higher the most Classification Quality (Entropy=0.9222 likelihood = -1840.622, AIC =
3731.244, BIC = 3848.359 and ABIC = 3768.970). The proportion of students in the first group, low level of
good citizenship, was 258 students (32.20 %), and 542 (67.70 %) in Group 2,high level of good citizenship.

3)adversity quotient and moral quotient had a positive direct effect on good citizenship with the
significance level of .01and emotional quotient had a negative direct effect on good citizenship with the
significance level of.05. The structural equation model was fit well with the empirical data with the chi-square
167.784, df = 119, p-value = 0.0022, CFl=0.996, TLI = 0.992, RMSEA = 0.019, SRMR = 0.022, chi-
square /df = 1.409 R2 =0.559. The moral quotient (MQ) and adversity quotient(AQ) had positive direct
affected on good citizenship but emotional quotient(EQ) had negative direct affected on good citizenship,
detail indirect effect adversity quotient(AQ) had positive indirectly affected pass moral quotient(MQ) had
path coefficient= 0.043, emotional quotient(EQ) had positive indirectly affected pass moral quotient(MQ) had
path coefficient=0.154 and positive indirectly affected pass adversity quotient(AQ) had path coefficient=
0.412, and positive indirectly affected pass moral quotient(MQ) pass adversity quotient(AQ) (MQ&AQ) had
path coefficient= 0.025.
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
